Q1.  What analytical states are included in the third term of the Moral Triplet, i.e. indeterminate states? Please classify them into aggregates, bases, elements and truths.

Answer:

The third term of the Moral Triplet, i.e. indeterminate states, means states that are neither moral nor immoral. They are of indeterminate character. These states are also totally devoid of self or soul.

The third term includes 36 resultant consciousness, 20 mere functioning consciousness, 38 mental factors, 28 matters and Nibbāna. These states can be classified into 5 aggregates, 12 bases, 18 elements and 2 Truths as follows:

5 Aggregates:
1.  28 types of matter constitute material aggregate.

2.  Feeling from among the 38 mental factors constitutes feeling aggregate.

3.  Conception constitutes conception aggregate.

4.  The remaining 38 mental factors constitute mental factor formation aggregate (mental factors formation)

5.  36 resultant consciousness, 20 mere functioning consciousnesses constitute consciousness aggregate

Nibbāna is outside the scope of aggregate.
12 Bases:
1.  Eye constitutes eye base

2.  Ear constitutes ear base

3.  Nose constitutes nose base

4.  Tongue constitutes tongue base

5.  Body constitutes body base

6.  Sight constitutes sight base

7.  Sound constitutes sound base

8.  Smell constitutes smell base

Q2.  What analytical states are included in the first term of the Feeling Triplet, i.e. states accompanied by pleasant feeling? Please classify them into aggregates, bases, elements and truths.

Answer:

The first term of the Feeling Triplet, i.e. states accompanied by pleasant feeling, means states that are associated with, and arising at the same instant with pleasant feeling. These states are devoid of self and soul.
The first term “Pleasant-Feeling States” includes;

1.  63 consciousnesses accompanied by pleasant feeling

2.  46 mental factors, excluding feeling, hatred, jealousy, self-appropriating envy, repentance and doubt.

These states can be classified into 3 aggregates, 2 bases, 3 elements and 3 Truths as follows:

3 Aggregates:

1.  Conception from 46 mental factors constitute the conception aggregate.
2.  The remaining 45 mental factors constitute the aggregate of mental factors formation.

3.  63 pleasant-feeling consciousnesses constitute the aggregate of Consciousness.

2 Bases:
1.  63 pleasant-feeling consciousnesses constitute the Consciousness base

2.  46 mental factors constitute the natural object base

3 Elements:
1.  Body consciousness accompanied by pleasant feeling constitutes the body consciousness element
2.  The remaining 62 pleasant feeling consciousnesses constitute the consciousness element

3.  46 mental factors constitute the natural objects element.

3 Truths:

1.  31 mundane pleasant feeling consciousnesses and 45 mental factors excluding greed constitute Suffering Truth

2.  Greed constitutes Origin Truth

3.  8 or 7 constituents of the Path, i.e. Right View, Right Thinking, Right Speech, Right Action, Right Livelihood, Right Effort, Right Mindfulness and Right Concentration, occurring in the First Jhāna-Path Consciousness, 8 or 7 constituents occurring in the Second Jhāna-Path Consciousness, 8 or 7 constituents occurring in the Third Jhāna-Path Consciousness and 8 or 7 constituents occurring in the Fourth Jhāna-Path Consciousness constitute the Path Truth.
The remaining 28 entities in the Jhāna-Path Consciousnesses and 36 entities in the Jhāna-Fruition Consciousnesses fall outside the scope of classification of the 4 Noble Truths.

On Research on, and Mūla Applied Abhidhamma
Q1.  We can say Lord Buddha had started “Knowledge Era” over 2500 years ago. Please comment and also illustrate with analogies.

Answer:
Today we live in the knowledge era of cyberspace, internet and satellite communications. We can say the Lord Buddha started the knowledge era over 2550 years ago.
How is that so?

The entire system of Buddha’s teachings is based on knowledge. From the Noble Eight Fold Path, we can see that the Buddhist ethical practice begins with knowledge (Right View) and culminates in the attainment of higher level of knowledge, i.e, Right View of the Noble Eight Fold Path or Magganga.

The first two of the Noble Eightfold Path, Right View (Sammā-ditthi) & Right Thinking (Sammā-sankappa) is categorized as Insight (Paññā-magganga).

Paññā is the penetrating knowledge of sense objects and things as they are and the discerning vision of what is right and what is wrong.

Right view is Paññā (insight). Depending on the context and function it performs, insight, knowledge wisdom, vision, outlook, investigation, reasoning and enlightenment are all different forms of Paññā. If one has the Right View, the other constituents of the Eightfold Path, Right Thinking, Right Speech, etc., will follow.
For example, if one takes the view that Abhidhamma should be studied at I.I.A. in order to know the essence of Buddhism (Right View), then one will have confidence in the academic program of I.I.A. (confidence), and this will lead him to the attending of the course (mindfulness and other moral mental factors).
In the doctrine of the Dependent Origination, Insight holds the key to accomplishing the cessation of suffering by cutting off the vicious circle of the Dependent Origination.

Right View and the Noble Eightfold Path can be applied to daily life, business and other fields.

In business, a good businessman will be able to make an accurate assessment of the market situation; will make the right investment; and will carry out sound policy decision. His business will prosper.

In another example, our experience in the 1997 Asian financial crisis shows that the group of countries which included Singapore and Malaysia had a better and more occurrence view of the crisis than the other group of countries which included Indonesia. Singapore and Malaysia recovered from the turmoil very well. Indonesia was hard hit by the turmoil. 

On Research on, and Mūla Applied Abhidhamma

Q2.  Discuss the nature of, and application in daily life of the following Conditional Relations:

(a) Root Condition

(b) Strong Dependence Condition.

Please also illustrate with analogies.

Answer:
The Great Book, Conditional Relations (Paṭṭhāna) constitutes the highest, the most advanced and the most sophisticated method of causal analysis. All important teachings of the Buddha such as the Four Noble truths, Dependent Origination and Conditional Relations, are all examples of his causal analysis methods. 

(a) Root Condition

Root Condition is the fundamental cause of a phenomenon. The nature of its causal effect is like that of a root to a tree. Hence, its name root condition (hetu).

Just as pillars support the bridge, a root condition supports a phenomenon as a fundamental cause. Root conditions can also be likened to the streams or rivers, flowing into a lake of polluted water and a lake of healthy, clean water, respectively.

The 3 immoral roots, i.e. greed, hatred and delusion, are the pillars of the immoral bridge that will lead us to a dangerous place where our life and safety are under serious threats.
The 3 moral roots, i.e. anti-greed, anti-hatred and non-delusion, are pillars of the moral bridge that lead us to a land of opportunities where we can live in affluence and happiness.

In handling problems in our daily life we have to study the root causes of a problem as well as the root causes of a solution. In order to achieve our objective, we must remove or weaken the main causes of the problem and strengthen the main supporting factors of resolving the problem.

(b) Strong Dependence Condition.

As indicated by its name, the strength of this condition is immense. It provides a very strong support to the conditioned states.

The nature of strong dependence condition may be illustrated by the example of rain that supports trees and animals.
Strong dependence condition is like powerful booster rockets for Columbia spacecraft and space satellite as compared to firecracker rockets which children fire during the light festival.

Unlike co-nascence (simultaneous origination) and proximity conditions, strong dependence condition can relate between moral states and immoral states and vice versa.
Moral states to immoral states – For instance, one studies Buddhism and Abhidhamma, and becomes a specialist. If one is complacent with one’s knowledge of the Abhidhamma and looks down upon other people, one will be seized by conceit. One should guard against oneself against conceit.

Immoral states to immoral – Example, through strong dependence on craving, one donates, practices morality, keeps Sabbath, practices Jhānas, practices meditation of mindfulness, and attains enlightenment.
Moral states to moral states - Example, through strong dependence on confidence, morality, wide knowledge, generosity and wisdom, one donate, practices morality, practices Jhānas, practices meditation of mindfulness, and attains enlightenment.

Moral states to indeterminate states – The performance of meritorious deeds can sometimes lead to bodily painful feelings. For instance attending the Abhidhamma course at I.I.A. in such an intensive way, practicing the lessons again and again, may cause us some physical stress and discomforts.
 In our daily life, strong dependence stands for immense power, great action-readiness, high speed, mobility and agility.
Like the strong dependence of the powerful booster rockets, nuclear energy provides a very strong support to the condition states.

An example of strong dependence is the decisive lightning victory of Israel’s army against the threat of its Arab neighbours in 1967 which can be attributed to Israel’s superior military and air power, instant combat-readiness and more effective military strategy.
Designation of Individuals (Puggalapaññatti)

Q1.  How many kinds of Sotāpanna? Among them explain Sattakkhattuparama Sotāpanna.

Answer:
A Sotāpanna is one who has completely eradicated the first three fetters (samyojana). There are 3 kinds of Sotāpanna. They are:

1.  Sattakkhattuparama
2.  Kolamkola

3.  Ekabījī

A Sattakkhattuparama person has becomes Sotāpanna owing to cessation of the first three fetters of self illusion (sakkaya ditthi), doubt (vicikiccha) and adherence to wrongful rites and ceremonies (silabbata paramasa). He has no nature of falling into woeful states (avinipāta dhamma). He has stability in attainment of the path (niyata). He is destined to attain enlightenment (sambodhiparāyana). He will make the end of suffering having run in the wandering about seven times in the planes of human realm and deities. Such an individual is also known as seven-times returner.
Designation of Individuals (Puggalapaññatti)

Q2.  How many kinds of Anāgāmi? Among them elucidate Uddhaṃsota akaniṭṭhagāmī anāgāmi.
Answer:

An Anāgāmi is one who has completely eradicated the first five fetters (samyojana) self illusion (sakkaya ditthi), doubt (vicikiccha), adherence to wrongful rites and ceremonies (silabbata paramasa), sense desire (kamaraga) and ill-will (pathiga); and will not be reborn in the kama loka realm anymore. There are 5 kinds of Anāgāmi. They are:

1.   Antarāparinibbāy
2.  Upahiccaparinibbāyī

3.  Asankharaparinibbāyī

4.  Sasankharaparinibbāyī

5.  Uddhamsota akaniṭṭhagāmī

A uddhaṃsota akaniṭṭhagāmī anāgāmi is one who will passed away in the Suddhāvāsa realm. The individual having passed away in the Avihā realm will be reborn in the Atappā realm, then the Sudassā realm, the Sudassī realm and finally reach to Akaniṭṭha realm one by one. He has eradicated the upper five fetters and attained arahatship when he reached to Akaniṭṭha realm.

Discourse on Elements (Dhātukathā)

Q1.  Identify the nature of “Kāmabhava (sensuous becoming), Rūpabhava (Fine  material becoming) and Arūpabhava (Immaterial becoming)” according to the text of dhātukhathā.
Answer:

Kāmabhava (sensuous becoming), Rūpabhava (Fine  material becoming) and Arūpabhava (Immaterial becoming) are 3 out of the 9 types of rebirth becoming in the doctrine of Dependent Origination (Paṭiccasamuppāda).
The nature of Kāmabhava comprises 23 sensuous resultant consciousnesses, 33 mental factors (except 3 abstinences and 2 boundless), and 20 kamma-produced matters. They are classified under 5 aggregates, 11 bases (except sound base) and 17 elements (except sound element).
The nature of Rūpabhava comprises 5 fine-material resultants, 2 eye-consciousnesses, 2 ear- consciousnesses, 2 receiving consciousnesses, 3 investigating consciousnesses, 35 mental factors (except 3 abstinences), 15 kamma-produced matters (except femininity, masculinity, nose, tongue & body). They are classified under 5 aggregates, 5 bases (eye, ear, form, mind & mental objects), and 8 elements (eye, ear, form, eye consciousness, ear consciousness, mind, mind consciousness and mental object).

The nature of Arūpabhava comprises 4 immaterial resultants & 30 mental factors. They are classified under 4 aggregates, 2 bases (mind & mental object), and 2 elements (mind consciousness and mental object).

Answer:

a)   The state both visible and impinging is visible form. It is classified with these states: 27 remaining matters under the same aggregate (matter Aggregate), but not classified under the same base (form Base) and under the same element (form Element)

They are classified under 4 mental aggregates, under 2 bases (form & mind-base) and under 8 elements (form & 7 consciousness Element)

b)  Mind consciousness element (Viññānadhātu) is classified with these states: 6 remaining consciousness elements under the same aggregate (consciousness Aggregate), under the same base (mind Base), but not classified under the same element (mind-consciousness Element).
They are not classified under 4 aggregates (matter, feeling, perception & formation Aggregates), under 11 bases (10 gross-matter Bases & mental object Bases), and under 12 elements (10 gross-matter Elements, mind-consciousness Elements & mental object Element)

c)  Male faculty is masculinity. It is classified with these states: 12 gross matters under the same aggregate (matter Aggregate), but not classified under the same base (mental object Base) and under the same element (mental object Element).
They are not classified under four mental aggregates, under 2 bases (mind & mental object Base), and under 8 elements (7 consciousnesses Element & mental object Element).
