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Answer five questions including question No. 1

Q1.  Explain the method of Conditional Relations (Patthāna - Naya).

Ans1.

The method of Conditional Relations (Patthāna - Naya) is a detailed exposition of 

i. How mental and material phenomena (Dhammas) arise dependent on several other Dhammas
ii. The manner in which these various Dhammas contribute for the arising of new Dhammas
iii. How the Dhammas render support for the maintenance and upkeep of the existing Dhammas.
The method of Conditional Relations (Patthāna - Naya) demonstrates the inter-relationship of all Dhammas, mundane and Supramundane.
In any particular relationships or Conditions there are 3 aspects:

i. The Conditioning State (Paccaya Dhamma)
· That which assists in the arising of new Dhammas and also helps to maintain and support the existing phenomena. These includes:
a. All conditioned phenomena, Citta (consciousness), Cetasika (mental factors) & Rupa (material phenomena).

b. Nibbana

c. Pannatti (concepts)
ii. The Conditioned State (Paccayoppana Dhamma)

· These are the Dhammas that have arisen depending on Pccaya Dhammas. These includes:
a. All conditioned phenomena, Citta (consciousness), Cetasika (mental factors) & Rupa (material phenomena).
iii.  The Conditioning Forces (Paccaya Satti)
· It is the manner in which the conditioning state acts. The Abhidhamma texts enumerate 24 types of such conditioning forces, such as Roots, Objects, etc.
The Paramattha (absolute truths) Dhammas, i.e. Rupa, Vinnana, Cetasika and Nibbana, involved in each conditioning factor can be categorized under three headings known as Three Groups (Tri Rāsi). The Three Groups are as follows:
i. The Conditioning State (Paccaya Dhamma).
ii. The Conditionally Arisen State or Conditioned State (Paccayoppanna Dhamma).
iii. The Dhammas left out of both groups mentioned above (Paccanika Dhamma).
The Patthāna enumerates 24 Conditions or Paccaya in which the mental and material phenomena inter-relate. They are as follows:

The Conascence Condition and Kamma Condition are explained as follows:
i. Conascence Condition (Sahajata paccaya)
· Conascence means arising simultaneously. There is not a single Dhamma that can arise all alone. Consciousness arises together with mental factors. Material phenomena come into being in combination in groups called Rupa Kalāpa.
· Here the conditioning Dhamma arises along with the conditioned Dhammas. If one of the Dhammas of a group does not arise the whole group may not emerge. 

· The Dhamma which serves as the conditioning Dhamma provides the conascence condition to the conditioned Dhamma.
Therefore the Dhammas falling inside the Three Groups (Tri Rāsi) of Conascence Condition (Sahajata paccaya) are as follows:
I. The Conditioning Dhamma (Paccaya Dhamma).
· 33 past wholesome (8+5+4+4=21) and unwholesome (12) volitions (Cetasika)

II. The Conditioned Dhamma (Paccayoppanna Dhamma).
· 89 Consciousness (Citta) and the concomitant 52 Mental Factors (Cetasikas) arising at the moment of Rebirth and thereafter.

· The material phenomena originated by consciousness (Citta) and Kamma at the moment of Rebirth:

· 15 Rupa originated by consciousness and 18 Rupa originated by Kamma (pg 252) at the moment of birth. Collectively, 24 rupas are included, except the 4 characteristics of matter, i.e. production, continuity, decay and impermanence.
III. The Dhammas left out of both groups mentioned above (Paccanika Dhamma) 
· 4 Material Phenomena not born of Kamma or Consciousness are the characteristics of matter, i.e. production, continuity, decay and impermanence and Space.

· Nibbāna

· Paññatti (Concepts)

ii. Kamma Condition (Kamma paccaya)

This condition is of 2 kinds, Conascent Kamma Condition and Asynchronous Kamma Condition:
a. Conascent Kamma Condition (Sahajāta-kammapaccaya)

· The conditioning states are the volitions (cetanā) in the 89 cittas. Volition is the force that makes one perform bodily actions or make verbal statements. As volition is one of the universal factors it is found in every consciousness. Volition guides the concomitant consciousness and other mental factors and material phenomena that arise along with it.
· The conditioned states are the citta and cetasikas associated with those volitions and the conascent material phenomena.

· The conditioning force here is volition functioning as a conascent kamma condition by causing its concomitants to perform their respective tasks and by arousing the appropriate kinds of material phenomena simultaneously with its own arising.

Therefore the Dhammas falling inside the Three Groups (Tri Rāsi) of Conascent Kamma Condition are as follows:

I. The Conditioning Dhamma (Paccaya Dhamma).
· The volitions (cetanā) in the 89 Consciousness 

II. The Conditioned Dhamma (Paccayoppanna Dhamma).
· 89 Consciousness (Citta)
· The concomitant 51 Mental Factors (Cetasika) excluding volition.
· 15 Rupa originated by consciousness and 18 Rupa originated by Kamma (pg 252) at the moment of birth. Collectively, 24 rupas are included, except the 4 characteristics of matter, i.e. production, continuity, decay and impermanence.
III. The Dhammas left out of both groups mentioned above (Paccanika Dhamma) 

· 4 Material Phenomena (Rupa) under the category of the Characteristics of Matter, i.e. production, continuity, decay and impermanence.
· Nibbāna
· Paññatti (Concepts)
b. Asynchronous Kamma Condition (nānākkhanika- kammapaccaya)

· In this condition there is a temporal gap between the conditioning state and the conditioned states.

· The conditioning state in this relation is a past wholesome or an unwholesome volition. 

· The conditioned states are the resultant cittas, their cetasikas, and material phenomena born of kamma, both at rebirth-linking and in the course of existence.

· The conditioning force here is the ability of such volition to generate the appropriate resultant mental states and  kamma born materiality. 

Therefore the Dhammas falling inside the Three Groups (Tri Rāsi) of Asynchronous Kamma Condition are as follows:

I. The Conditioning Dhamma (Paccaya Dhamma).
· 33 past wholesome (8+5+4+4 Cittas) and unwholesome (8+2+2 Cittas) volitions (Cetasika).
II. The Conditioned Dhamma (Paccayoppanna Dhamma).
· 36 Resultant Consciousness (Citta) (7+8+8+5+4+4)
· 38 Mental Factors (Cetasika), excluding the 14 Unwholesome.
· 18 Material Phenomena (Rupa) originated by Kamma at the moment of Rebirth and thereafter (8 inseparables, 8 faculties, heart base and space – pg 252 & 244)
III. The Dhammas left out of both groups mentioned above (Paccanika Dhamma) 

· 20 Functional Cittas (3+8+5+4)
· 14 Unwholesome Mental Factors (4+10)
· 10 Material Phenomena not born of Kamma.

· Nibbāna

· Paññatti (Concepts)

Q2.  Understanding the method of Dependent Arising only enables one to realize what samsara (continuous cycle of birth and death) is and the way of its elimination. Discuss.
Ans2.

The Buddhist concept of Causality which results in samsara is depicted by Dependent Arising (Paticca Samuppāda) which consists of 12 interdependent causes and effects, namely:

1. Dependent on Ignorance (Avijjā) arise Kammic Formations or Conditioning Activities (Sankhārā).

·  Ignorance is the not-knowingness of things as they truly are, or of oneself as one really is. It clouds all right understanding. This includes the Ignorance of t the Four Noble Truths, he Past, the Future, both the Past & Future & The Dependent Origination.


2. Dependent on Kammic Formations or Conditioning Activities (Sankhārā) arise Relinking-Consciousness.
· Kammic Formations refer 29 volitions (cetanā) associated with mundane immoral (akusala) (8+2+2), moral (kusala) (8+5) and unshakeable (āneñja) (4) consciousness which produces rebirth. 
· As one of the 5 aggregates (Sankhārā), it implies the 50 of the 52 mental factors, excluding feeling (Vedana) and perception (Sañña), which may be moral or immoral.

3. Dependent on Relinking or Rebirth-Consciousness Activities (Patisandhi Viññāna) arise Mind and Matter. 

· It is the 32 kinds of mundane resultant consciousness (7+8+8+5+4) conditioned by Kammic Formations. 
· It links the past with the present, and is the initial consciousness one experiences at the moment of conception.

4. Dependent on Mind and Matter (Nāma-Rūpa) arise the Six Sense Bases.

· Nāma refers to the 3 aggregates, feeling (vedanā), perception (sañña) and mental states (sankharā), that arise simultaneously with the 32 relinking-consciousness.

· Rūpa means the 3 decads (dasaka) – kāya (body), bhāva (sex) and vatthu (heart base), that also arise simultaneously with the relinking-consciousness, conditioned by past kamma.

5. Dependent on Six Sense Bases (Salāyatana) arise Contact.

· It is the development of the six senses, eye, ear, nose tongue, body and mind, which have their respective objects and functions.

6. Dependent on Contact (Phassa) arise Feeling.

· With sense-bases, sense-objects and the resultant consciousness coming together, Contact takes place.

7. Dependent on Feeling (Vedanā) arise Craving.

· It is Feeling that experiences an object when it comes in contact with the senses. In terms of its affective quality, there are largely 5 kinds of feelings, 3 mental and 2 physical:

a.  Mental: 


i.  Pleasureable (somanassa)


ii. Unpleasurable (domanassa) and 


iii. Neutral (adukkhamasukha ) or Equanimity (Upekkhā)

b.  Physical


i.  Pain (Dukkha)


ii. Happiness (Sukha)

8. Dependent on Craving (Tanhā) arise Clinging or Grasping.

· Refers to attachment, thirst or clinging. Craving is 3 fold:

i.  Craving for sensual pleasures (kāmatanhā)

ii. Craving for sensual pleasures associated with the view of eternalism (bhavatanhā), ie. enjoying pleasures thinking that they are imperishable.

iii. Craving for sensual pleasures with the view of nihilism (vibhavatanhā), ie. enjoying pleasures thinking that everything perishes after death.

9. Dependent on Clinging or Grasping (Upādāna) arise Becoming or Existence.

· Clinging is intense craving. It gives rise to the false notion of “I” and “Mine”. Clinging is 4 fold, namely:

i.  Clinging to Sensual Pleasures (kama upādāna)
ii. Clinging to Wrong Views (ditthi upādāna)
iii. Adherence to wrongful rites and ceremonies (silabbata upādāna)
iv. Clinging to a Doctrine of a soul (attavāda upādāna).

10. Dependent on Becoming or Existence (Bhava) arise Birth

· Bhava is both moral and immoral actions which constitute Kamma.

· There are 2 kinds of existence:

· Kammically active process of existence – 29 types (8+2+2+8+5+4) of wholesome and unwholesome volitions that lead to new existence.

· Passive or Resultant process of existence – 32 mundane resultant consciousness and their associated mental factors and kamma born material phenomena (kammaja rupa)
11 & 12. Dependent on Birth (Jāti) arise Decay, Death, Sorrow, Lamentation, Pain, Grief and Despair.

· Birth is the arising of the psycho-physical phenomena consisting of mundane resultant consciousness, their mental factors and kamma born matter in a new life.

· Old age and Death (jarāmarana) are the inevitable results of birth. Together with Birth, the 3 are also regarded as physical sufferings (dukkha).

· Other consequences occurring between life and death such as lamentation, Pain, Grief and Despair are regarded as the four mental sufferings (dukkha).

Thus arises the entire aggregate of suffering.

The method of the Paticca Samuppāda should be understood as follows:

Because of A arises B. Because of B arises C. When there is no A, there is no B. When there is no B, there is no C. In other words, “This being so, that is; this not being so, that is not.”

Ignorance is the chief cause that sets the wheel of life in motion. In other words when Ignorance is destroyed and turn into knowingness, all causality is shattered as in the case of the Buddhas and Arahants.

In order for sufferings to cease, the Buddha contemplated the Dependent Origination in reverse order:

The complete cessation of Ignorance leads to the cessation of Conditioning Activities.

The complete cessation of Conditioning Activities leads to the cessation of Relinking-consciousness.

And so on … leads to the cessation of Decay, Death, Sorrow, Lamentation, Pain, Grief and Despair.

When Ignorance is replaced by Wisdom and the life-flux realizes Nibbanā, then only does the rebirth process terminate.

Q3.  What are Rupa - Kalāpas? (groups of matter) Explain the different types of such groups (Kalapas) under the respective modes of origin.

Ans3.

Rūpa do not arise singly but collectively in group (rūpakalāpa), there are 21 such material groups, of which 9 groups are produced by kamma, 6 groups are produced by mind, 4 groups are produced by seasonal condition and 2 groups are produced by food.
As all mental states (cestasikas) possess four common characteristics, so too do rupa found in the groups possess four salient characrteristics:

1. They arise together

2. They cease together

3. They have a common dependence

4. They coexist

The following 8 inseparable material qualities (avinibbhogarūpa) can be found in each of these 21 groups:

Of them, the two material groups produced by seasonal condition, pure octad and sound-nonad, are found externally. All the rest are strictly internal. Space and characteristics are not part of material groups.

Q4.  The statement, "Realization of the Four Noble Truths is gained by developing the Noble Eight Fold path" explains how the gradual cultivation of Sense sphere beautiful consciousness culminates at the four supra-mundane levels of consciousness. Do you agree? Discuss.
Ans4.

Agree. 
Realization of the Four Noble Truths is the realization of the cessation of Dukkha or Nibbāna. The Way leading to the cessation of Dukkha is prescribed in the Fourth Noble Truth or the Noble Eight Fold Paths, also known as the Middle Path.
The Eight factors are aimed at perfecting the 3 essentials of Buddhist training and discipline namely Sila (Ethical Conduct), Samadhi (Mental Discipline) and Panna (Wisdom):

I. Wisdom (panna)

1. Right Understanding/View (Samma-ditthi)
2. Right Thought/Intention (Samma-sankappa)

II. Morality (Sila)

3. Right Speech (Samma-vaca)
4. Right Action (Samma-kammanta)
5. Right Livelihood (Samma-ajiva)

III. Mental Development (Samadhi)

6. Right Effort (Samma-vayama)
7. Right Mindfulness (Samma-sati)
8. Right Concentration (Samma-samadhi)

Without morality to reign in the habitual and basic gross instincts of Man, one is unable to attain the concentration required to penetrate the highest knowledge leading to wisdom. Therefore, in Buddhism, the practice of morality is imperative as a foundation for the perfection of the factors necessary for the attainment of Nibbāna.

The gradual cultivation of Sense Sphere beautiful consciousness is through the practice of the three abstinences (viratis), Right Speech, Right Action and Right Livelihood. The viratis are beautiful mental factors which arise together with beautiful consciousness.
Right Speech is the deliberate abstinence from wrong speech:

· False speech

· Slander

· Harsh speech

· Frivolous talk

Right Action is the deliberate abstinence from wrong bodily actions:

· Killing

· Stealing

· Sexual misconduct

Right livelihood is the deliberate abstinence from wrong livelihood, dealing in:

· Poisons

· Intoxicants

· Weapons

· Slaves

· Animals for slaughter

As the Bhavangas preceding Jhanas, Path and Fruition consciousness are one of the four beautiful vipaka (resultant) consciousness accompanied by knowledge, cultivating morality, allows one to enter into the higher meditative states more readily.

As one treads the Noble Eightfold Path, starting with morality, the unwholesome basic instincts are gradually reduced. One will then be able to develop deeper concentration (Samadhi) through Right Effort, Right Mindfulness and Right Concentration.

Right Effort refers to the Four Supreme Efforts (Cattāro sammappadhānā):

1. The effort to discard evil states that have arisen

2. The effort to prevent the arising of unarisen evil states
3. The effort to develop unarisen wholesome states
4. The effort to augment arisen wholesome states
Right Mindfulness refers to the constant alertness and awareness of the mind at every moment of the thinking process that enables one to dispel unwholesome thoughts and to develop and cultivate wholesome ones. There are Four Foundations of Mindfulness (Cattāro satipatthāna):

1. The foundation of mindfulness in contemplation of the body

2. The foundation of mindfulness in contemplation of feelings
3. The foundation of mindfulness in contemplation of consciousness
4. The foundation of mindfulness in contemplation of mental objects

Right Concentration refers to:

1. One-pointedness of the mind

2. The intensified concentration that raises the mind to a level of tranquillity.

3. Entering into the higher meditative states.
Right View is:

1. The cetasika of wisdom exercised in understanding the Four Noble Truths. 
2. The View of Law of Kamma, Dependent Origination, Morality, etc.

3. Seeing things as they really are.

Right Intention is:

1. The cetasika of initial application (vitakka) directed towards renunciation, good will and harmlessness.

With Morality one will then be able to develop deeper concentration, leading to deeper wisdom, until one reaches the pinnacle of perfection in morality, concentration and wisdom. Upon reaching these perfections, one is able to fully understand the Four Noble Truths, which  leads to the realization of Nibbāna.

i. Object Condition (Arammana paccaya)

· The conditioning state is object. Every consciousness with its concomitants is supported by an object. Without an object there cannot be a consciousness. 

· The conditioned states are the arising of the corresponding cittas and cetasikas in cognizing the object.

There are 6 kinds of objects namely:

a. Visible form object

b. Sound object

c. Smell object

d. Taste object

e. Tangible object

f. Mental object

Mental object is sixfold (pg 135):

a. Sensitive matter (12) (pg 244)

b. Subtle matter (16) (pg 244)

c. Consciousness (89 Citta)

d. Mental factors (52 Cetasika)

e. Nibbāna

f. Concepts (Paññatti)
Therefore the Dhammas falling inside the Three Groups (Tri Rāsi) of Object Condition are as follows:

I. The Conditioning Dhamma (Paccaya Dhamma).
· 89 Consciousness (Citta)

· 52 Mental Factors (Cetasika)

· 28 Material Phenomena (Rupa)

· Nibbāna

· Paññatti (Concepts)

· Mutuality condition is threefold:
· Consciousness and mental factors are a condition for one another

· The heart-base and the four Mental Aggregates for one another at the moment of Rebirth
Therefore the Dhammas falling inside the Three Groups (Tri Rāsi) of Mutuality Condition are as follows:

I. The Conditioning Dhamma (Paccaya Dhamma).
· 89 Consciousness (Citta) & the concomitant 52 Mental Factors (Cetasika) arising at the moment of Rebirth and thereafter.
· The Four Great Essentials. 

· The Heart-base at the moment of Rebirth in the five aggregate planes.

· The Four Mental Aggregates at the moment of Rebirth in the five aggregate planes.

II. The Conditioned Dhamma (Paccayoppanna Dhamma).
· The conditioned  89 Consciousness (Citta) & the concomitant 52 Mental Factors (Cetasika) arising at the moment of Rebirth and thereafter.

· The Four Great Essentials. Supported by each other. 
· The Heart-base conditioned by the four mental aggregates arising at the moment of Rebirth conditioned by Heart-base in the five aggregate planes.
· The Four Mental Aggregates at the moment of Rebirth in the five aggregate planes.

III. The Dhammas left out of both groups mentioned above (Paccanika Dhamma) 

· Nibbāna
· Paññatti (Concepts)

iii. Prenascence condition (Purejata Paccayo)

· It is a condition where a conditioning state – a material state which has already arisen and reached the stage of presence (thiti) – causes mental states, the conditioned states, to arise after it.
· It is like the sun, which arises first in the world and gives light to people who appear after it has arisen.

· This condition is threefold:

· Base Prenascence Condition (vatthu purejāta)
· Base-object  Prenascence Condition (vasthvārammana purejāta)
· Object Prenascence Condition (ārammana purejāta)

Base Prenascence Condition (vatthu purejāta)

· The 6 bases, viz, eye, ear, nose, tongue, body and heart arisen earlier provide the prenascence support to the subsequent arisen mental aggregates.
Therefore the Dhammas falling inside the Three Groups (Tri Rāsi) of Base Prenascence Prenascence Condition are as follows:

I. The Conditioning Dhamma (Paccaya Dhamma).
· The six bases

· During death proximate moment, the Heart-base arisen seventeen thought moments prior to death consciousness (cuti citta).

II. The Conditioned Dhamma (Paccayoppanna Dhamma).
· The 85 Consciousness (Citta) excluding the 4 immaterial resultant consciousness. 

· The 52 Mental Factors (Cetasika)

Base-object  Prenascence Condition (vasthvārammana purejāta)

· Here the supporting Heart-base becomes the object of the thought process. The thought process reflects on the heart-base which is providing the prenascence support.
Therefore the Dhammas falling inside the Three Groups (Tri Rāsi) of Base-object  Prenascence Condition are as follows:

I. The Conditioning Dhamma (Paccaya Dhamma).

· Each of the five sense objects is a conditioning state by way of object prenascence for the cittas and cetasikas in a sense door cognitive process that take it as object.
· All 18 types of concretely produced matter that have reached the stage of presence can become object prenacence condition for the cittas and cetasikas in a mind-door process.

Therefore the Dhammas falling inside the Three Groups (Tri Rāsi) of Object Prenascence Condition are as follows:

When a meditator is about to achieve a jhana, path or fruition, first there arises the mind-door adverting due to the mental continuum of Bhavangas which could be one of four wholesome vipaka cittas accompanied by knowledge.
Then in the same cognitive process, preceeding the attainment of jhana or Path and Fruition, a series of sense sphere javanas runs its course in quick succession, leading the mind from the sense sphere plane to the absorption plane.
In an individual with average faculties, these preliminary javanas occur four time each one exercising a different preliminary function. The four javanas are:

1. Preparation (parikamma)

It prepares the mental continuum for the attainment to follow. In an individual with especially keen faculties, the moment of preparation is omitted, and thus only three preliminary sense-sphere javanas occur to absorption.
2. Access (upacāra)

It arises in proximity to the attainment.

3. Conformity (Anuloma)

It arises in conformity with both the preceding moments and the subsequent absoption.

4. Change-of-lineage (Gotrabhu)

It overcomes the sense-sphere lineage and evolves the lineage of sublime consciousness. It marks the transition from the lineage of worldlings to the lineage of the noble ones (ARIYA)  
In the case of a worldling or a trainee, these javanas will be one of four wholesome sense-sphere cittas accompanied by knowledge and in the case of an Arahant, one of four functional sense-sphere cittas accompanied by knowledge.

Immediately after the change-of-lineage citta, the Path consciousness of the Sotapatti arises for one thought moment followed by two or three Fruition consciousness.
It should be noted that in addition to the Sotapatti Path consciousness, a total of 26 consciousnesses can arise after the Gotrabhu citta:
1. Fine material sphere wholesome and functional cittas (10)

2. Immaterial sphere wholesome and functional cittas (8)
3. Path and Fruition cittas (8)

The four ultimate realities can be analyzed into 72 distinct entities (vatthudhamma), i.e. phenomena which exist with intrinsic natures as follows:
1. Consciousness – the 89 cittas are regarded as one entity because they have the same intrinsic nature, i.e. cognizing of an object.

2. 52 Cetasikas – each are viewed as distinct ultimate entity since each mental factor has its own individual intrinsic nature.

3. 18 concretely produced material phenomena. The other 10 material phenomena are not included because they are not concrete entities and lack intrinsic natures and does not enter into the range of insight contemplation.

4. Nibbāna.

The ultimate realities (Paramattha Dhamma) may be reclassified into 4 categories consisting of these 72 constituents:
1. The Compendium of Immoral or Unwholesome Category (Akusala Sangaha)

2. The Compendium of Mixed Category (Missaka Sangaha)

3. The Compendium of Requisites of Enlightenment (Bodhipakkhiya Sangaha)

4. The Compendium of the Whole (Sabba Sangaha)

The Compendium of Unwholesome deals with immoral category (Akusala Dhamma). Akusala represents all Kammical volitions (kamma cetana), consciousness (citta) and Mental Factors (Cetasika) that are associated with the 3 unwholesome roots (Akusala Hetu) of Greed (Lobha), Hatred (Dosa) and Delusion (Moha). 
The Compendium of Unwholesome is nine-fold:
1. Taints or Cankers (Asava) – mental intoxicants that flow in and defile the mind. There are 4 types:
i. Taint of sensual pleasures (Kāma asava)

ii. Taint of attachment to existence (Bhava asava)

iii. Taint of wrong view (Ditthi asava)

iv. Taint of ignorance (Avijja asava)

2. Floods (Ogha) – passions to be overcome
i. The Flood of sensual desire (Kāma ogha)

ii. The Flood of (attachment to) Existence (Bhava ogha)

iii. The Flood of Wrong Views (Ditthi ogha)

iv. The Flood of Ignorance (Avijja ogha)

3. Bonds (Yoga) – not able to alter disengagement from an object
i. The Bonds of sensual desire (Kāma Yoga)

ii. The Bonds of (attachment to) Existence (Bhava Yoga)

iii. The Bonds of Wrong Views (Ditthi Yoga)

iv. The Bonds of Ignorance (Avijja Yoga)

4. Bodily knots (Gantha) – passions which drag sentient beings towards the cycle of continued existence and keep them tied to it.
i. The bodily knots of Covetousness (Abhijja kayagantha)

ii. The bodily knots of Ill-will (Vyapada kayagantha)

iii. The bodily knots of adjerence to rites and ceremonies (silabbata paramasa kayagantha)

iv. The bodily knots of dogmatic belief (idamsaccabhinivesa kayagantha)

5. Clingings (Upādāna) – intensified form of Cravings (Tanha)
i. Clinging to sensual pleasure (Kāma Upādāna)

ii. Clinging to Wrong Views (Ditthupādāna)

iii. Clinging to rites and ceremonies (Silabbata Upādāna)

iv. Clinging to the view of existence of a self (Attavāda Upādāna)

6. Hindrances (Nivarana) – passions that hider the attainment of mental calmness, tranquillity and wisdom)
i. Sensual desire (Kammacchanda Nivarana)

ii. Ill will (Vyapada Nivarana)

iii. Sloth and torpor(Thina middha Nivarana)

iv. Restlessness and worry (Uddhaca Kukkucca Nivarana)

v. Doubt (Vicikiccha Nivarana))

vi. Ignorance (Avijja Nivarana)
7. Latent Dispositions (Anusaya) – defilements that lie with the mental process and arises in suitable conditions.
i. Sensual desire or lust (Kāmarāga Anusaya)

ii. Attachment to existence (Bhavaraga Anusaya)

iii. Aversion (Patigha Anusaya)

iv. Conceit (Māna Anusaya))

v. Wrong view (Ditthi Anusaya)

vi. Doubt (Vicikiccha Anusaya)

vii. Ignorance (Avijjā Anusaya)

8. Fetters (Samyojana) – bonds that bind human beings to the wheel of samsaric existence
i. Sensual desire or lust (Kāmarāga Samyojana)

ii. Attachment to fine material existence (Ruparaga Samyojana)

iii. Attachment to immaterial existence (Aruparaga Samyojana)

iv. Aversion (Patigha Samyojana)

v. Conceit (Māna Samyojana)

i. Jhāna factors (Jhānanga)
Jhāna factors are seven in number, namely:

1. Initial application (vitakka)

2. Sustained application (vicara)

3. Zest (Piti)

4. One-pointedness (ekaggata)

5. Joy (Somanassa)

6. Displeasure (Domanassa)

7. Equanimity (upekkha)

The jhana factors mentioned does not apply only to meditative absorptions, but in a broader sense of close contemplation of an object. The mental states mentioned above function as Jhana factors even when outside a meditative framework, for example, in unwholesome consciousness.
ii. Path factors (magganga)  
Magga that should be followed in the Buddhist sense is the Noble Eightfold Path (Ariya Atthanga Magga) which leads to the blissful state of Nibbana. Unwise and immoral conduct also can be a Magga that leads to a woeful state. The eight wholesome and four unwholesome Path Factors are as follows:

1. Right View (Samma ditthi)

2. Right Intention (Samma samkappa)

3. Right Speech (Samma vaca)

4. Right Action (Samma kammanta)

5. Right Livelihood (Samma ajiva)

6. Right Effort (Samma vayama)

7. Right Mindfulness (Sammasati)

8. Right Concentration (SammaSamadhi)

9. Wrong View (MIccha ditthi)

10. Wrong Intention (Miccha samkappa)

11. Wrong Effort (Miccha vayama)

12. Wrong Concentration (Miccha samadhi)
iii. Faculties (Indriya)

Faculties are phenomena which exercise control in their respective domains over their associated states. Faculties are 22 in number classified in the following sub groups:

A.  Physical Sensitivities
1. The eye faculty (Cakkhu indriya)

2. The ear faculty (Sota indriya)

3. The nose faculty (Ghana indriya)

4. The tongue faculty (Jivha indriya)

5. The body faculty (Kaya indriya)

B.  Material Phenomena of Sex
6. The feminine faculty (Itthi indriya)

7. The masculine faculty (Purisa indriya)

C.  Life
8. Life faculty (Jivita indriya)

D.  Mind
9. Mind faculty (Mana indriya)

E.  Sensational
10. The pleasure faculty (Sukha indriya)

11. The pain faculty (Dukkha indriya)

12. The joy faculty (Somanassa indriya)

13. The displeasure faculty (Domanassa indriya)

14. The Equanimity faculty (Upekkha indriya)

iv. Powers (Bala)
Powers are so called because they strengthen like traits/adjuncts and are unshaken by opposites. Powers are nine in number:
1. Faith (Saddha bala) – may be wholesome (kusala ) or indeterminate (avyakata)
2. Energy (Viriya bala) - may be wholesome, unwholesome or indeterminate 
3. Mindfulness (Sati bala) – may be wholesome or indeterminate
4. Concentration (Samadhi bala) - may be wholesome, unwholesome or indeterminate 
5. Wisdom (Paññā bala) – may be wholesome or indeterminate
6. Shame of Wrong Doing (Hiri bala)

7. Fear of Wrong Doing (Ottappa bala) – may be wholesome or indeterminate
8. Shamelessness (Ahirika bala) – unwholesome (akusala) 
9. Fearlessness of Wrong Doing (Anottappa bala) – unwholesome (akusala)
v. Predominants (Adhipati)

Predominants are factors which dominates over their co nascent mental states (those arising simultaneously) in undertaking and accomplishing difficult and important tasks.

The difference between Predominants and the Faculties lies in the degree and range of their control. A Predominants exercises supreme control over the entire citta and cetasika while a Faculty exercises control only in its respective sphere.

Predominants are four in number, namely:

1. Predominance of Desire (Chandādhipati)

2. Predominance of Energy (Viriyādhipati)

3. Predominance of Consciousness (Cittādhipati)

4. Predominance of Investifgation (Vimamsādhipati)
vi. Nutriment (Ahāra)

Nutriment means that which sustains by acting as a strong supporting condition. Nutriments are four in number, namely:
1. Edible food (Kabalikāra ahara) – sustains the physical body, providing energy for its functioning

2. Contact (Phassa ahara) – nurtures the Feeling of Delight (Sukkha vedana), Displeasure (Dukkha vedana) or Neutral (Upekkha vedana)

3. Mental Volition (Manosancetana ahara) – sustain rebirth in the 3 realms of existence because volition is kamma and kamma generates rebirth

4. Consciousness (Viññāna ahara) – sustains the mind and body (Nāma rupa).
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
