02. Four Paramattha Dhamma:
i. Rupa (Matter) – Conditioned realities. The physical side of the being. There are 4 great elements – Pathavi (Earth), Apo (Water), Tejo (Fire) & Vayo (Wind). There are 24 secondary elements.
ii. Nibanna - Unconditioned realities. Experienced by Supramundane consciousness.
iii. Cetasika (Mental factors) –Conditioned realities. There are 52 cetasika. Perform 14 functions.
iv. Citta (State of Consciousness) – Conditioned realities. There are 89 citta. Arises only where certain mental factors come together.
03. The four Bhumi:

i. Kamaduggati-bhumi or Apaya – The 4 woeful states of existence: Animal World (Tirachanna Yoni), Ghost World (Peta Yoni), Demon World (Asura Yoni) and Hell (Naraka).
ii. Kamasugati-bhumi - The human realm (Manussa) & the 6 Deva Lokas in the Kamaloka (Cattumaharajika, Tavatimsa, Yama, Tusita, Nimmanarati and Paranimmitta-Vasavatti)
iii. Rupa-bhumi - the 16 planes of Brahma Gods with extra-fine body in the form realm.
iv. Arupa-bhumi - the 4 planes of Brahma Gods without a body, where only mind exists, in the formless realm.

02. Abhidhamma analyses minutely the so called 'being", the man or Satta, which is made up of Mind & Matter (Nama-Rupa). This is further broken down into 4 ways: Rupa (Matter), Nibbana (experienced by Supramundane Consciousness), Cetasika (Mental Factors) & Citta (Consciousness).
03. Citta is classified into 4 planes, Kamavacara (Sense Sphere, 54), Rupavacara (Form Sphere, 15), Arupavacara (Formless Sphere, 12) and Lokuttara (Supramundane, 8/40), totaling 89 or 121. Each of these citta can be Kusala (21/37), Akusala (12), Vipaka (36/52) or Kriya (20) of nature. (Draw the tree).

06 Short notes:

i. Rupa – Matter. Made up of the 4 Great Elements and 24 Secondary Elements. The 4 Great elements are – Pathavi (Earth), Apo (Water), Tejo (Fire) & Vayo (Wind).

ii. Paramattha – Absolute Realities. The 4 paramatha are citta, cetasikas, nibbana & rupa.
iii. Kathavatthu – The 5th book of the Abhidhamma  on Points of Controversy. Last to be compiled under Ven. Moggaliputta Tissa Thera under the reign of King Asoka during the 3rd Buddhist council.
iv. Arammana – Objects of Consciousness. Aram – delight in or hang on. Mana – object.
v. Lokuttara – Supramundane consciousness

vi. Abhidhammattha-sangaha – A Manual of Abhidhamma by Venerable Anuruddha Thera, an Indian monk of Kanjevaram, gives an epitome of the entire Abhidhamma Pitaka. It is still the most fitting introduction to Abhidhamma. By mastering this book, a general knowledge of Abhidhamma may easily be acquired.

02. Conventional truth is expounded by the Sutta Pitaka. Sutta Pitaka uses conventional terms such as man, woman, beings, self, etc.

03. Ultimate realities analyses minutely the so called 'being", the man or Satta, which is made up of Mind & Matter (Nama-Rupa). This is further broken down into 4 ways: Rupa (Matter), Nibbana (experienced by Supramundane Consciousness), 52 Cetasika (Mental Factors) & 89/121 Citta (Consciousness). The various mental factors are associated in different ways which produces consciousness that arises in the minds of the beings.

06. Short notes:

ii. Lokuttara – Supramundane consciousness, consisting of 4 Magga (Path) consciousness and 4 Phala (Fruit) consciousness. These are the consciousness of fully developed wisdom of Sainthood. The 4 magga & phala are sotapatti, sakadagami, anagami & arahatta.
iii. Mohamula Citta - The unwholesome (akusala) consciousness (citta) rooted in ignorance (Moha) is always accompanied by neutral feeling (Upekkha-sahagatam).  The 2 Mohamula citta are Upekka-sahagatam vicikicha (skeptical doubt) sampayutam and Upekka-sahagatam udacca (restlessness) sampayutam.
iv. Jhana – Trance. There are 15 jhana in Rupavacara citta. 5 Kusala (wholesome), 5 Vipaka (Resultant) & 5 Kriya (in-operative).
v. 5-sense-door adverting consciousness - Panca-dvaravajjana citta. It is one of the 3 Ahetuka (rootless) Kriya (in-operative) citta in the Kamavacara (Sense Sphere)
vi. Rootless Cittas – Ahetuka Citta. There are 18 Ahetuka Citta in the Kamabacara, 7 Akusala Vipaka, 8 Kusala Vipaka & 3 Kriya.

05. There are 3 roots (hetu) in Akusala citta, namely lobha (greed), dosa (illwill) & moha (ignorance). There are 8 Akusala citta rooted in lobha. The first 8 Akusala citta (i to viii) enumerated in answer 02 are rooted in lobha, the next 2 (ix & x) are rooted in dosa and the last 2 (xi & xii) are rooted in moha.

06. Short notes:

i. Kusala Citta – Wholesome consciousness associated with 3 good roots, namely alobha, adosa & amoha.
ii. Kusala Mula – Wholesome roots, namely Alobha, Adosa & Amoha which results in the arising of kusala citta.

iii. Cakku Vignana (or is it Cakkhu Vinnana?) -  Visual consciousness. It is Kriya or in-operative. It is the first stage of consciousness arising through the eye sense when the mind becomes aware of the Sense objects that enter the sense-door or sense-avenue before consciousness can reach a stage of clinging to the object or repulse by it.
iv. Lokuttara – Supramundane consciousness or consciousness of fully developed wisdom. There are 4 maggacittam (Path consciousness) and 4 phalacittam (fruit consciousness).  Also known as the 4 stages of Sainthood: Sotapatti, Sakadagami, Anagammi & Arahatta.

v. Arahant – Arahant is one who has attained the 4th stage of Buddhist Sainthood. They have eliminated all 10 fetters and 12 Akusala citta and will not be reborn again.
vi. Sotapatti – There are 2 Sotapatti consciousness in the Lokuthara (Supramundane consciousness), Sotapattimaggacittam (Path consciousness in the 1st stage of Buddhist Sainthood) and Sotapattiphalacittam (Fruit consciousness in the 1st stage of Buddhist Sainthood). They have eliminated 3 fetters and 5 akusala citta (1, 2, 5, 6, 11). The 3 fetters are Sakkaya Ditthi ( Wrong View), Vicikicha (Doubt) & Silabhata Paramasa (Adherence to wrongful Rites & Ceremonies) .
