02. Ascetic Siddharta realized the futility of self-mortification and that austerities led him nowhere. His next step was to abandon it forever and adopt the Middle Path (Majjhima Patipada) and avoid the two extremes. He recalled how he attained the first jhana (ecstasy) under the Rose Apple tree and thought that is the path to enlightenment. He realized that enlightenment could not be gained with an exhausted body. So he decided to take some food. Pg 12.

03. Ven Ananda had powerful retentive memories. He had the rare privilege of listening to all the discourses of the Buddha owing to his close association with Him. He was later appointed the “Treasurer of the Dhamma” (Dhamma-Bhandagarika) From the 55th year of the Buddha until His Parinibbana in the 80th year, Ven Ananda ministered to all His needs acting as His favourite attendant. It was he who pleaded for the establishment of the Order of the Nuns. At the First Council he was chosen to rehearse the Dhamma. Thus every Sutta begins with his wwords “Evam me sutam” meaning “Thus have I heard”. Pg 47

04. 1000 Arahants participated in the 3rd Councilheld at Asokarama, in Pataliputra (Patna) about 236 years after the Parinibbana of Buddha. Ven Moggaliputta Tissa was the presiding Thera, and it was he who was responsible for the composition Kathavathu-Pakarana (Points of Controversy), one of the seven books of the Abhidhamma. The 3rd Council lasted 9 mths. Ven Moggaliputta Tissa then sent competent Arahants to nine different places to propagate the Teachings of the Buddha. Pg. 117

05. After the death of King Suddhodana, Maha Prajapati Gotami , desirous of joining the Order, approach the Buddha who was then residing at Kapilavatthu and begged permission for women to be admitted  tinto the Order. For several reasons, the Buddha refused and returned to Vesali. But maha Prajapati Gotami, without being discouraged, cut of her hair and wearing yellow garments went on foot to Vesali, accompanied by many other sakyan ladies, experiencing many a hardship. Weeping they stood outside the porch of the Pinnacled Hall in Mahavana where the Buddha was residing. Ven Ananda moved by the pathetic sight, appealed to the Buddha on their behalf. Again he refused thrice but was finally persuaded by the entreaties of the Ven Ananda on condition that Maha Prajapati Gotmai would agree to observe eight Chief Rules. Prajapati Gotami agreed and was automatically received the Lesser and Higher Ordination. The other Sakyan ladies also received their Lesser and Higher Ordination. All of them later attained Arahantship. Pg 51

06. a.  Ven. Rahula Thera – Son of the Buddha. On advice from his mother, he asked his father for inheritance and was admitted to the Order at age 7. Thereafter King Suddhodana request the Buddha not to ordain anyone without the consent of the parent and Buddha agreed. Later he received higher ordination and attained Arahantship. Passed away at age 60. Pg 46

b.  Vinaya Pitaka – Code of discipline for the monks & nuns. 227 rules for the monks & 331 rules for the nuns. Make up of 5 books & 4 divisions. Deals with major and minor offences for monks.

c.  Visakha – Pg 56. Most prominent female lay support of Buddha. Pssessed masculine strength in her prime. Donated the Pubbarama. Deputed by Buddha to settle disputes that arose among Bhikkhunis.

d.  Loving Kindness (Metta) – Love without desire to possess. Love without speaking and thinking of “I”. Love embracing all sentient beings. The liberation of the heart.
