Unity or participation of the monks is essential in Sangha’s Acts like Uposatha and Pavarana.

Monks must be residing in dwelling places during rains-retreat; in other words they must not enter up on the rains-retreat without a proper dwelling place.

Monks are allowed to taking a Dwelling Place, SenÈsanaggÈhana

for the period of Earlier Rains-retreat, (Purimika), the first 3 months of rainy season;

for the period of Later Rains-retreat, (Pacchimika), the last 3 months of rainy season; and

· Venerable Devadatta suggested the Buddha to lay down rules:

“. . . . . monks must be dwelling in forest forever.” It’s rejected by the Buddha. It’s optional.

· Two duties of the monks: learning, teaching, and preaching (gantha-dhura) and practising (vipassana-dhura).

Monks are dutiful if they fulfill one of the dities and recommended to fulfil the both if possible.

Venerable Upali asked the Buddha to give him meditation and to let him live in forest. Buddha let him live with Him and learn form Him (Upalittheravatthu, Anguttara-atthakatha)
Expansion of Buddhism During the Buddha’s Life Time
After His Enlightenment

1st Vassa:
Deer Park, Baranasi; Without dwelling place; Five Ascetics and Several ‘Ehi-bhikkhu’ monks.
2nd, 3rd and 4th Vassa:
Veluvana Park, Rajagaha;  donated by King Bimbisara, the first dwelling place; the first visit to His family in Kapilavatthu; Sakiya Princes including Nanda and Rahula received ordination; Gotami asked of the permision of Bhikkhuni Ordination; the first monasteries donated by a rich man from Rajagaha; Anathapindika, a friend of the rich man, invited the Buddha to his home town, Savatthi; Jetavana Monastery; ordination of Maha Kassapa
5rd Vassa:
Kutagara, Vesali; Disasters at Vesali, Ratana Sutta; Death of King Suddhodana; re-newed request of Gotami (Bhikkhuni Ordination); Victory on the six comporary teachers;
7th Vassa:
Tavatimsa Deva World; Preaching Abhiddhama; retold IT to Sariputta who taught IT to his pupil

8th Vassa:
Bhesakala Forest in Bagga Province; Mara entered the belly of venerable Moggalana

9th Vassa:
Kosambhi; 3 rich men namely Ghosita, Kukkudha and Pavarika invited the Buddha (from Savatthi to Kosambhi). 3 monasteries: Ghositarama, Kukkudharama and Pavarikarama; a dispute between a Vinaya teacher monk and a Sutta teacher monk; the dispute became wider (between two groups); cannot be solved by the Buddha who left them; solved when monks are disrespected by lay devotees like the 3 rich men.
10th Vassa:
Palileyyaka Forest; staying alone
11th Vassa:
Ekanala, a Brahmin Village

12th Vassa:
Veranja; Sariputta requested the Buddha to lay donw Vinaya rules; time is not yet ripe.
13th Vassa:
Calika Mountain; Meghiya, the Buddha’s attendant monk, went against the Buddha
14th Vassa:
Jetavana; Rahula attained Arantship

15th Vassa:
Nigrodharama, Kapilavatthu; taught to Maha Nama: quilifications of a good buddhist devotte; Suppabuddha, father of Yasodara and Devadatta was swallowed by the earth

16th Vassa:
Alavi City near Vesali; Victory on Alavaka, the Ogre

17th Vassa:
Veluvana, Rajagaha; attainment of Sirima, younger sister of Jivaka

18th Vassa:
Caliya Mountain

19th and 20th Vassa:
Rajagaha; Ananda was appointed as the Buddha’s permanent attendant; started to lay donw the Vinaya rules of grave offences; monks’ formal (systematic) robe was managed by Ananda
21th to 44th Vassa:
Savatthi

19 Vassas in Jetavana donatted by Anathapindika and 6 Vassas in Pubbarama donated by Visakha;  Bimbisara of Savatthi, Magadha and Pukkusati of Takkasila, Gandhara; Pukkusati’s gift of muslin; Bimbisara’s gift of Three Gems: his message written on gold leaves_ Attributes of the Buddha, Dhamma and Sangha; life of the Buddha; instructions of mindfulness meditation; and suggestion to receive ordination if possible”
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
