Passion’s fever gone (the saints)
Story of the Question asked by Jivaka
While residing at the mango grove Monastery of Jivaka, the Buddha spoke this verse.

Devadatta joined forces with Ajatasattu, climbed Vulture Peak, with the wicked intention to kill the Buddha, hurled down a rock.  Two mountain crags caught the rock and splintered it. One piece struck the Buddha’s foot and it bled.  He suffered intense pain and asked to be moved to the mango grove.

Jivaka heard the news and went there to apply an ointment to the wound. Then he left to treat his patient, but the gate was closed when he returned.  He had to remove the bandage from the Buddha’s foot!
At that moment the Buddha asked Ananda to remove the bandage since Jivaka could not come. The scar disappeared like the bark of a tree.  At early dawn Jivaka was surprised that the Buddha was fine.

The Buddha said, “Jivaka, all suffering is extinguished for the Buddha, even as when he sat on the Throne of Enlightenment.”

Commenntary:
Gotaddhina: he who has fully travelled the road is the arahat.   Human cantake two roads

1. The wilderness road which has 5 types

a. The bandit wilderness dominated by plundering and murdering bandits
b. Wilderness of wild beasts

c. Waterless wilderness – no water for drinking or washing

d. Wilderness of non-human and sub-human species – dominated by devils and demons

e. Foodless wilderness – no edible things are found-

2. The road through succeeding cycles of existence (samsara)

**The arahat has completed the journey through cycles of existence

Sabbanthappahinassa: He who has given up all bonds (4 types)

1. Abhijjha  - covetousness,  desiring the possessions of others

2. Vyapada –ill-will, hatred, resentment and anger towards others
3. Silabbata -paramasa-alienated discipline
4. Idam saccabhiniveso –the bias that what I hold is entirely true and all others are untrue
**these 4 bonds keep a person shackledto recurrent existence (samsara)

Jivaka: personalised physician of the Buddha.  Immediately after birth Jivaka his mother, a courtesan, put him in a casket and cast him on a dust heap by the roadside.

Prince Abhaya, son of King Bimbisara, passed by, saw the helpless infant surrounded by crows, discovered he was alive (jivati), gave him to the care of the nurses. He was adopted by the prince and named Komarabhaca.  He grew up a skilful physician.   He attended to the Buddha 3 times a day.
